. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Desmond called the meeting to order at 10:13 a.m.

Il. WELCOME

Dr. Ira Rubenzahl, President of Springfield Technical Community College, gave a brief
history of the campus. He also distributed a copy of an article he recently wrote for the

Springfield Republican and noted that Commissioner Freeland met with the paper’s
editorial board on March 10, 2011.



Il ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES
Dr. Charles Desmond, Chair of the Board of Higher Education, brought forth a motion to
approve the March 22, 2011, Board of Higher Education meeting minutes. The motion
was seconded and the minutes were approved unanimously.

V. CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS
Chairman Desmond informed the Board about the following:

e The upcoming 29 Who Shine event to be held at the State House which will
honor one high achieving, highly engaged student from each of the 29 public
higher education campuses. Advertising space as been donated by newspapers
across the state.

e The Christian A. Herter Scholarships which will be awarded to students who have
overcome obstacles and maintained their focus on education. Board of
Elementary and Secondary Education Chair Maura Banta will attend.

¢ Communication among the institutions. Campuses have done a great job
sharing strategies to highlight the great strides being made on campuses.

e The process to select the next student board member which will begin on May
12, 2011. He expressed thanks to current student board member Richard Jones
for his service on the Board.

V. COMMISSIONER’S REMARKS
Dr. Richard M. Freeland, Commissioner of the Department of Higher Education, thanked
President Rubenzahl for hosting the Board meeting and for the support of the Vision
Project expressed in his article for the Springfield Republican. He also commended the
individuals responsible for maintaining Springfield Technical Community College’s
historic campus. His comments to the Board included:

e The recently released House budget contained some good news for higher
education. However, challenges remain. He highlighted key items in the budget
and expressed gratitude for the support for public higher education demonstrated
by a number of legislators.

e The automated degree audit system and course-to-course equivalency program
which is an important use of technology. A grant for this program will be sought
through Complete College America.

e The CONNECT Consortium of Higher Education in Southeastern Massachusetts
Conference which he recently attended. There was strong attendance, and
discussion included the implementation of common core standards.

e Arecently launched review of the performance measurement system. One
objective is to determine how to integrate Vision Project metrics into the system.
Six experts in performance measurement were invited to convene and provide
ways to strengthen the system. Commissioner Freeland invited board members
to offer their thoughts or concerns at this time.

e Davis grant work in student learning outcomes assessment has begun. Two
meetings of the presidential advisory group have taken place and expert Dr.
Peggy Maki has started her work.

He then invited University of
Massachusetts Senior Vice President of Academic Affairs, Student Affairs, &
International Relations Dr. Marcellette Williams to the microphone. Dr. Williams
provided a brief introduction of Julie Chen of the University of Massachusetts Lowell
and Jim Kurose of the University of Massachusetts Amherst who delivered to the
Board the presentation, “The University of Massachusetts: A Critical Asset for the
Commonwealth & Its Economic Future”.

Discussion among the presenters and the Board members included the subject of
balancing graduate and undergraduate student involvement in research.

Shelley Tinkham, Director for Academic, P-16, and Veteran’s Policy, Massachusetts
Department of Higher Education and Nyal Fuentes, Educational Specialist,
Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Education, then presented
an update on the Dual Enroliment Program and Early College Programming.
